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Abstract
Internship training is a very important component of Medical Education in India as well as globally. Fifteen day training in forensic medicine department is presently optional in India as it depends on the willingness of students to do it or not. In these fifteen days posting, it is expected from the students that they can perform post-mortem independently, Preserve and dispatch specimens in medico-legal/postmortem cases, write medicolegal report, Handle medico-legal cases, examine medicolegal cases, Issue medical certificates etc. Apart from this they must also have thorough knowledge of medical ethics, etiquette, duties, rights, medical negligence and legal responsibilities of the physicians towards patients, profession, society, state and humanity at large. At many places teaching faculty members find it difficult to teach/train students in such a short period of fifteen days. To solve this problem author has proposed an internship training programme in a compact and precise manner for the benefit of internship students. Author has tried to include most important topics of forensic field in this proposed programme.
Introduction

Internship training is a very important component of Medical Education in India as well as globally. Fifteen day training in forensic medicine department is presently optional in India as student who want to be posted in forensic medicine department can do the posting. Teaching and training in forensic medicine department is very important as this training is useful for the whole the life of Registered Medical Practitioner. Many RMPs have to work in peripheral health care centers where they have to do post-mortem and other medico-legal work. The Medical Council of India has proposed guidelines for teaching and training in forensic medicine at internship level.
After 15 day training it is expected from the trainee that they should:

1. Identify, examine and prepare report or certificate in medico-legal cases/situations in accordance with the law of land. 

2. Perform medico-legal postmortem examination and interpret autopsy findings and results of other relevant investigations to logically conclude the cause, manner and time since death. 

3. Be conversant with medical ethics, etiquette, duties, rights, medical negligence and legal responsibilities of the physicians towards patients, profession, society, state and humanity at large. 

4. Be aware of relevant legal/court procedures applicable to the medico-legal/medical practice. 

5. Preserve and dispatch specimens in medico-legal/postmortem cases and other concerned materials to the appropriate Government agencies for necessary examination. 

6. Manage medico-legal implications, diagnosis and principles of therapy of common poisons. 

7. Be aware of general principles of environmental, occupational and preventive aspects of toxicology.
